Terms and Conditions

1. Meal plans and A.M.P. Dollars are valid from September 4, 2011 to 24 hours after the final exam scheduled in April 2012.  Unused My Funds do not expire.

2. Due to tax regulations, A.M.P. Dollars are non-refundable and expire one day after the last exam in April.  My Funds are refundable (a $25 administration fee will apply to all withdrawals – bonus dollars are not refunded).

3. Meal plans expire one day after the last exam in April.  

4. You must present your meal card for all meals and transactions.

5. In order to protect your A.M.P. Dollars and My Funds, lost cards should be reported to the Queen's Hospitality Services Office in Victoria Hall, to deactivate your account. Visit our website http://housing.queensu.ca/hospitality_services/ for more details.
6. A student card is issued to every student when they first come to Queen's. It is to be kept for the duration of their studies and is to be used only by the person to whom it is issued. A fee will be charged to replace a lost or damaged student card.
7. Due to tax regulations, certain items may be subject to applicable taxes. 

8. You have 30 days from Initial purchase to refund or switch your optional meal plan.
